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1. GENERAL INFORMATION 

 
1.1. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY OF THE REPORT 
ART GOLD Lebanon (AGL) adopts a multi donor framework where donor countries pool their 
contributions in support of the programme. In 2009, Italy, Spain, Belgium, the principality of 
Monaco and DC partners united their contributions totaling 6.6M to fund 47 AGL projects at 
local level.  
 
Since the official launch of AGL in March 2007, 136 AGL projects have been implemented in the 
four areas of intervention. The first phase of ART GOLD (2007 and 2008); however, undertook a 
series of interventions in response to the massive destruction caused by the July 2006 war. By 
the end of 2008, the majority of these projects were successfully implemented.  
 
The year 2009 marked AGLôs second phase that was centered on a development oriented 
approach. The programme developed the strategic framework document that presented the 
strategic objectives, outcomes and outputs the programme aims to achieve for 2009 and 2010. 
Accordingly, all implemented projects for 2009 were coherent with AGL strategic objectives, 
outcomes and outputs. Moreover, projects were implemented in partnership with the working 
groups, line ministries, relevant municipalities, local stakeholders and DC partners.  
 
At national level, the programme coordinated with relevant ministries such as the Ministry of 
Public Health and the Ministry of Interior and Municipalities. The programme also facilitated 
networking and liaising on common activities among its target regions.  
 
At international level, the programme results and activities were promoted to European donors 
and DC partners through the ART Coordination Office based in UNDP Geneva and in 
collaboration with ART Antennas in Rome and Seville. Also, technical visits were exchanged 
between Lebanese and European local institutions facilitating the transfer of knowledge, best 
practices and experiences on issues of common interests. More specifically, the programme in 
Lebanon mobilized and attracted a number of Decentralized Cooperation partners from Italy, 
Spain, Belgium, and the Principality of Monaco. To date 45 partnerships have been established 
with local European partners, of which 10 were newly established in 2009, representing a 20% 
increase from last yearôs. 
 
1.2. GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THE PROGRAMME 
 
Project description: 
The ART GOLD Programme is part of the ART global initiative that was specially designed by a 
group of UN Agencies under UNDP leadership. 
 
The ART GOLD Lebanon (AGL) was launched in March 2007 in the four neediest areas of the 
country, characterized by high poverty rates and raging socioeconomic problems: North 
Lebanon, South Lebanon, Bekaa and Beirut Southern Suburbs. The programme is managed at 
country level by UNDP in partnership with its national counterpart the Council for Development 
and Reconstruction (CDR). 
 
The ART GOLD is based on a cooperation framework between local, national and international 
partners interested in combining and coordinating their efforts to achieve the Millennium 
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Development Goals (MDGs) and to contribute to local governance, decentralization, and 
balanced socio-economic development in the medium and long term. 
 
Objective:  
The ARTGOLD Lebanonôs overall objective is to support the Lebanese national government and 
the local communities in elaborating and implementing Strategic Development Plans, within the 
programôs target areas while focusing on the most disadvantaged people, towards the 
achievement of the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs). 
 
Most specifically, the programme aims to: 

-  Increase access to primary public health care services 
-  Increase sustainable income generation and job opportunities 
-  Enhance the preservation of the environment 
-  Increase youth participation in local development and enhance their social integration 

 
Methodology: 
UNDP AGL adopts a multi-scale Development Methodology, which relies on three main 
components: 
 

1. Good Governance for Local Development which aims at improving skills and capacities 
of local authorities and administrations to plan, manage, execute, monitor and evaluate 
human development interventions with the private and civil society sector through the 
establishment of Local, Regional and Thematic Working Groups which are participative 
and consultative structures, used to build or reinforce the relational and social capital in 
the target territories. 

 
2. Local Economic Development which aims at promoting balanced and inclusive local 

economic development through the establishment of Local Economic Development 
Agencies (LEDAs) for promoting sustainable socio-economic development, reinforcing 
local competitive systems, and creating inclusive markets for the disadvantaged people. 

 
3. Decentralized Cooperation which promotes cooperation among local communities from 

various countries, creating stable and lasting links between territories, and contributing 
to the development of new paradigms in South-South and North-South solidarity that 
follow the Millennium Development Goals. It allows access to technical assistance and 
financial resources from a wide-range of international partners.
